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Abstract 

The relationship between the perfect human, the vicegerent of God in the literature of 

narrations, with angels is one of the significant and fundamental teachings in religious and 

mystical sciences. Mysticism, whose essence is the unity system of existence, considers 

existence to have levels, each of which has specific and independent characteristics. For 

example, the place of the presence of angels who are separated from matter is close to the 

place of unity, while man is settled in the world of matter. On the other hand, the perfect 

human is the manifestation of the Great Name of God, and other creatures are the other 

manifestations of His general and partial names. Since the Great Name surrounds all the 

names and flows through all of them, the vicegerent of God not only surrounds all beings, 

including the angels, and flows through all of them, but the angels are his servants and as 

one of his organs or honors. 
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
